Submission deadline: March 31, 2023 (Rolling basis)

Awards:  $1,000 to $3,000 per individual or team

Decision date: May 5, 2023

Eligibility

Applicants must be enrolled in full-time programs at
Northeastern University atleast until May 2024 or the
duration of the project (Which ever occurs first).

Projects should be completed by December 31, 2024

Application Process
